In the 2001 census 130,221 people usually living in the region, 
defined themselves as ethnically Maori. 

The population was made up of;

• 39,687 in the Waitemata District,

• 29,139 in the Auckland District, 

• 61,395 in the Counties Manukau District .

Estimated that the population of the three DHBs in 2001 was 
146,700 or just over 11% of the total population.
